BENEFITS OF THE C-CERT PROGRAM 
Part 1 



Training Benefits 

• Allows for on-site trained disaster responders 
• Training directed at people familiar to the 

University setting/environment 
• Part of training curriculum for Division of 

Residential and Hospitality Services including 
training for staff in residence halls

CHALLENGES TO IMPLEMENTATION

Legal Concerns 

• Liability concerns for civilian helpers 
– MSU is a self insured organization  
– Staff at events represent CERT and the University 
 

 



Employee Relations 

• MSU is a Unionized Organization 
– Some work tasks are similar to those designated in 

Union Contracts 

• Participation in CERT events can be dependent 
on a department's willingness to provide 
release time for training and event work 



Scheduling 

• Some events coincide with work schedules 
limiting availability on-duty and off-duty 
volunteer candidates 



Maintaining Interest  

• Keeping Team Members active and engaged 
after training is a challenge 

• Most CERT staffed events at MSU occur in the 
Fall during Football season 

• Recruiting for involvement with other local 
CERT events and training does help 



Meeting Volunteer Expectations 

• Varying levels of interest in tactical operations 
can lead to volunteer disappointment when 
they are unable to perform some tasks that 
they have been trained for and are interested 
in such as search and rescue, first aid, etc.

Develop a Broad Focus Group  

• Identify leaders from varying areas within the 
organization to gain a complete perspective of 
volunteer interests and issues 

• Allows for dialogue to resolve items such as 
union issues 

• Provides a set of fresh resources to keep the 
team organized and enhances  

    communication between volunteers 



Set a Policy for Deployment 
• Clearly Identify “Where” and “How” 
• Emphasize importance of  following deployment 

protocols in training,  
– NO SELF DEPLOY 

• Takes away the questions “where can they go” 
and “who can request them?” 

• Develop standard for the team members 
• Not all that train are good to put into teams 
• What about those with criminal backgrounds, i.e., sex 

offenders, felons, etc. 
 



TIPS FOR SUCCESS 
Part 4  



Create Identification Cards 

• Allows for pre-vetting of teams 
– When they arrive on scene they can be identified 
– Allows you to integrate them into Accountability 

Systems 
– Can pre-load background information on them 
 

 



Develop a Background Check Protocol 

• Conduct early in training to allow time for 
appropriate vetting 

• What kinds of personnel will you allow on 
team? 

• How far will you go to uncover information if 
they are employees?

Good afternoon, everyone, my name is Dante Randazzo, and I am with the FEMA Individual and Community Preparedness Division. Our webinar today will focus on the Campus CERT program. I actually established a Campus CERT program myself at Georgetown University about three years ago. We provided CERT training to faculty, staff, and students at Georgetown, and staff members from several other universities in DC also participated in the training so that they could take it back with them and establish their own programs. The program has been a great success, and I’m proud to say that the Georgetown CERT program has become a model for volunteer engagement, with regular correspondence, training, and exercises. The CERT program has helped make Georgetown University and its neighbors stronger and more resilient communities. 



Today, FEMA wants to help other colleges and universities establish this useful and practical program for making their campuses safer, and their students, staff members, and faculty better prepared for disasters. FEMA is developing some new tools and resources at the national level, but many other schools throughout the country have already established outstanding programs that can serve as models for other institutions of higher education interested in adopting the Campus CERT model. We have three such schools with us today: The University of Southern California, Michigan State University, and North Carolina Central University. These schools will be sharing their experiences with the Campus CERT program, how CERT has benefitted their campus communities, and insights for any other schools interested in following in their footsteps.

For those of you unfamiliar with it, the Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) Program is used to educate people about disaster preparedness for hazards that may impact their area and trains them in basic disaster response skills, such as fire safety, light search and rescue, team organization, and disaster medical operations. Using the training learned in the classroom and during exercises, CERT members can assist others in their neighborhood, workplace, or school following an event when professional responders are not immediately available to help. CERT members also are encouraged to support emergency response agencies by taking a more active role in emergency preparedness projects in their community.



The Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) concept was developed and implemented by the Los Angeles City Fire Department (LAFD) in 1985. The Emergency Management Institute (EMI) and the National Fire Academy adopted and expanded the original CERT materials, and in 1993, FEMA began making the program available nationally. Today there are over 2,000 CERT programs throughout the country.

This year, FEMA is beginning a nationwide effort to apply the established CERT model to the campus environment. The first Campus CERT course was a train-the-trainer pilot program developed by the School of Criminal Justice at Michigan State University through a grant from the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) in 2007 – one of our featured speakers today is from MSU. 



Since then, over 100 universities and colleges throughout the country have already developed Campus CERT programs, but there are over 4,000 institutions of higher education in the United States. FEMA needs your help to raise awareness about this program and to encourage even more colleges and universities to adopt it. To support local programs, we are currently developing a number of resources to help communities, colleges, and universities to develop, implement, and maintain Campus CERT programs. 



Campus CERT educates faculty, staff, students, and other participants about hazards relevant to their local communities and trains them in basic disaster response skills so that they’ll be better prepared for them. Trained volunteers can assist  friends, colleagues, and others on campus when disasters occur, helping to keep themselves and others safe. Campus CERT volunteers can also help support professional responders upon their arrival.  



CERT can be tailored to each campus’s unique features, priorities, and needs. CERT can help to prepare campuses for a wide variety of incidents, including natural disasters, serious illness and pandemic incidents, acts of violence and terrorism, and incidents involving hazardous materials. Students, faculty, and staff who complete the training may also find their new knowledge to be valuable at home in the event of an emergency.
